          How to Identify the נִפְעַל  at a Glance 
Look again at the basic נִפְעַל paradigm (Tool No. 14).
  
 •  The נִפְעַל can be easily identified in verbs of most root groups and in forms in which 
the נ of the נִפְעַל is apparent. In such cases, you will be able to identify the root of the 
verb, and the נ preceding it 3.

As mentioned before, in the framework of this introductory course, there is no intention to 
cover all the variations and intricacies of every root group and subgroup. Rather, you are 
presented with a general overview. As you did with other stems, try to familiarize yourself 
with the verbs in your Frequent  נִפְעַל Verbs Lists (Tools No. 14ג14 ,ב14 ,א). Knowing 
them well will help you not only to identify them, but, with time and practice, also 
internalize their forms. Eventually, knowing well the most frequently occurring verbs will 
be very helpful, even when trying to parse and identify less common verbs.
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3 Do not to confuse it with the less common 1pl. (� אֲנַחְנ) prefix form נ in all stems (21.2.1).
